FABRICATION AND PAINTING
Fasten framing members together with 16d common nails.
Fasten plywood to framing members with 8d finishing nails spaced 12 inches on center.  Set nail heads and fill holes flush with plywood face with wood filler.
Painting:
Paint both sides and all edges of sign with 2 coats of primer and one coat of background enamel.
Paint lettering and striping with 2 coats of lettering enamel.
Apply paint at manufacturer’s recommended spreading rate in even coats of uniform thickness without brush marks, runs, or lap marks.  Do not apply succeeding coat until previous coat has completely dried.
Lettering and striping shall be uniform with sharp, neat profiles.

INSTALLATION
Install sign within one week after Work begins at the site.
Set posts plumb, 4 feet into the ground. Compact backfill around posts.
Fasten sign framing, in a level position, securely to posts with 16d common nails (minimum 3 per post).
MAINTENANCE AND REMOVAL
Maintain the sign plumb and level for the duration of the Work.
