Fire-retardant panels made from softwood particles and fire-retardant chemicals mixed together at time of panel manufacture to achieve flame-spread index of 25 or less and smoke-developed index of 25 or less when tested according to ASTM E84 or UL 723.
Retain "Wood Veneer" Paragraph below if required and if use of wood-veneer facing complies with requirements of authorities having jurisdiction; revise to suit Project.
Wood Veneer: Genuine wood veneer; clear, vertical grain, straight, and kiln dried; of wood species indicated, laminated to panel substrate with moisture-resistant adhesive.
OTHER MATERIALS
Gypsum Board: ASTM C1396.
"Type II" option in "Vinyl Wall Covering" Paragraph below is medium duty; "Type III" option is heavy duty.
Vinyl Wall Covering: Manufacturer's standard, mildew-resistant, washable, vinyl-coated fabric wall covering; complying with W-101 for or Type III; Class A.
Total Weight: <Insert weight>.
Treatment in "Antimicrobial Treatment" Subparagraph below is integral to standard and upgraded vinyl wall coverings available from most manufacturers and may be required to suit Project. If needed, insert additional requirements for other treatments after verifying availability with manufacturers.
Antimicrobial Treatment: Additives capable of inhibiting growth of bacteria, fungi, and yeasts.
Retain one option in "Fabric" Paragraph below to suit Project.
Fabric: [Manufacturer's standard fabric] [100 percent polyolefin woven fabric] wall covering, from same dye lot, treated to resist stains.
Revise "Carpet Wall Covering" Paragraph below to suit Project. Option is an example of standard carpet wall covering, with total weight not less than 23 oz./linear yd., available from some manufacturers.
Carpet Wall Covering: Manufacturer's standard[ nonwoven, needle-punched carpet with fibers fused to backing], from same dye lot, treated to resist stains, and meeting performance requirements for surface-burning characteristics.
Retain one option in "Plastic Laminate" Paragraph below if required; revise to suit Project.
Plastic Laminate: High-pressure decorative laminate according to NEMA LD 3[, Grade VGL (vertical, general purpose)] [, Grade VGF (vertical, flame retardant)].
FABRICATION
General: Fabricate demountable walls for installation with concealed fastening devices and pressure-fit members that will not damage ceiling or floor coverings. Fabricate systems for installation with continuous seals at floor, ceiling, and other locations where partitions abut fixed construction.
Panels for Site-Assembled Demountable Partitions: Face panels fabricated and finished in modular widths indicated.
Transom Panels: Fabricated in material and finish to match wall panels unless otherwise indicated.
Panels for Unitized-Panel Demountable Partitions: Factory-assembled, flush, unitized-panel construction; with faces smooth and free of buckles, oil-canning, and seams; and insulated with solidly packed, inorganic, mineral filler.
Factory glaze panels to the greatest extent possible.
Finish Facings: Factory apply finish-facing materials with appropriate backings, using mildew-resistant nonstaining adhesive as recommended by finish-material manufacturer's written instructions.
Apply facing to panel [in one piece, seamless] [with tightly butted invisible seams where indicated on Drawings], and with no gaps or overlaps; free of air bubbles, wrinkles, blisters, or other defects.
Tightly secure and conceal raw and selvage edges of facing for finished appearance.
Retain first option in first Subparagraph below for fabric, vinyl wall covering, carpet wall covering, plastic laminate, and wood veneer if applicable. Many standard facings are nondirectional. Retain second option for wood-grained plastic laminate and for wood veneer. If needed, insert requirements for matching pattern of facing on permanent walls or for matching wood-veneer pattern.
Where facings with [directional or repeating patterns or directional weave] [directional, repeating, or matching grain] are indicated, mark facing top and attach facing in same direction.
Match facing pattern 72 inches above finished floor.
Retain "Wiring" Paragraph below for prewired partitions.
Wiring: Conceal conductors and cables in raceways. Bundle, lace, and train conductors to terminal points with no excess and without exceeding manufacturer's limitations on bending radii.
GENERAL FINISH REQUIREMENTS
Protect mechanical finishes on exposed surfaces from damage by applying a strippable, temporary protective covering before shipping.
Appearance of Finished Work: Noticeable variations in same piece are not acceptable. Variations in appearance of adjoining components are acceptable if they are within the range of approved Samples and are assembled or installed to minimize contrast.
ALUMINUM FINISHES
If retaining more than one finish in Paragraphs below, indicate location of each on Drawings or in demountable-partition articles.
Retain one of first two options in "Clear Anodic Finish" Paragraph below. Verify availability with manufacturers. Generally, retain second option. Class I finish is heavy anodized.
Clear Anodic Finish: AAMA 611, Class I, 0.018 mm or thicker over a nonspecular as fabricated mechanical finish.
Retain one of first two options in "Color Anodic Finish" Paragraph below. Verify availability with manufacturers. Generally, retain second option. Class I finish is heavy anodized.
Color Anodic Finish: AAMA 611, Class I, 0.018 mm or thicker over a nonspecular as fabricated mechanical finish.
"Baked-Enamel or Powder-Coat Finish" Paragraph below references AAMA standard for pigmented organic coating on extrusions and panels.
Baked-Enamel or Powder-Coat Finish: AAMA 2603 except with a minimum dry film thickness of 1.5 mils. Comply with coating manufacturer's written instructions for cleaning, conversion coating, and applying and baking finish.
STEEL FINISH
Retain finish in this article to suit Project; insert others if required. If requiring more than one finish, indicate location of each on Drawings or in demountable-partition articles.
Baked-Enamel or Powder-Coat Finish: Manufacturer's standard baked-on finish consisting of prime coat and thermosetting topcoat. Comply with coating manufacturer's written instructions for cleaning, pretreatment, application, and minimum dry-film thickness.
STAINLESS-STEEL FINISHES
Retain finishes in this article to suit Project. If retaining more than one finish, indicate location of each on Drawings or in demountable-partition articles.
Surface Preparation: Remove tool and die marks and stretch lines, or blend into finish.
Polished Finishes: Grind and polish surfaces to produce uniform finish, free of cross scratches.
Run grain of directional finishes [vertical for vertical surfaces] [and] [parallel to long dimension for framing].
When polishing is completed, passivate and rinse surfaces. Remove embedded foreign matter and leave surfaces chemically clean.
"Directional Satin Finish" Subparagraph below is the standard finish for most manufacturers; insert others to suit Project.
Directional Satin Finish: No. 4.
EXECUTION
EXAMINATION
Examine substrates, areas, and conditions, with Installer present, for compliance with requirements for installation tolerances and other conditions affecting performance of the Work.
Examine components before installation. Reject components that are wet, moisture damaged, mold damaged, broken, cracked, chipped, deformed, or unmatched.
Examine roughing-in for electrical power to verify actual locations of power connections before partition installation.
Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
INSTALLATION
Install demountable partitions after other finishing operations have been completed.
Install partitions rigid, level, plumb, and aligned. Install seals at connections with floors, ceilings, fixed walls, and abutting surfaces to prevent light and sound transmission.
Except for filler panels scribed to fixed walls or columns, do not modify manufacturer's standard components.
Retain "Suspended-Ceiling System" Paragraph below for ceiling-height demountable partitions.
Suspended-Ceiling System: [Do not alter suspended-ceiling system] [Make alterations to suspended-ceiling system required by partition installation or to gain access to electrical or communication systems without affecting the structural integrity of suspended-ceiling system. Make alterations so they are not noticeable after panel installation].
Doors and Frames: Install door-and-frame[ and glazing-and-glazing-frame] assemblies securely anchored to partitions and with doors aligned and fitted. Install and adjust door hardware for proper operation.
Retain the Paragraph below if electrical and communications connections are being provided by this Contract.
Electrical Devices: Connect integral, concealed wiring to serve electrical power and communication devices indicated on Drawings.
Retain first Subparagraph below for power receptacles if power is being provided by this Contract.
Connect electrical service at junction-box locations according to Section 260519 "Low-Voltage Electrical Power Conductors and Cables."
Retain the Paragraph below if electrical and communications connections are being provided by a separate Electrical Work Contract.
Electrical Devices: Integral, concealed wiring to serve electrical power and communication devices to provided by the Electrical Work Contract. 
ERECTION TOLERANCES
Install each demountable partition so surfaces vary not more than 1/8 inch from the plane formed by the faces of adjacent partitions.
ADJUSTING
Inspect installation, correct misalignments, and tighten loose connections.
Doors: Adjust doors to operate smoothly and easily, without binding or warping. Adjust hardware to function smoothly and lubricate as recommended by manufacturer. Verify that latches and locks engage accurately and securely without forcing or binding.
Remove and replace defaced or damaged components.
DEMONSTRATION
Engage a Company Field Advisor to train Facility's maintenance personnel to adjust, assemble, disassemble, and maintain demountable partitions.
