Revise type of name strips in Subparagraph below if required.
Provide name strips made of 1/4-inch- high, label tape.
Insert additional Subparagraphs for optional directory features, including speaker panels and push buttons, as separate units or combined with directories as required.
Retain first Paragraph below if key cabinet is required and it is not specified in Section 087100 "Door Hardware".
Key Cabinet <Insert drawing designation>: Wall-mounted,[ metallic-coated] steel cabinet with pivoting, key-holding panels and side-hinged door equipped with five-pin tumbler, cylinder door lock and concealed, full-length flush hinge. Sleeve: Provide[ metallic-coated] steel wall sleeve for full depth of wall.
Slowdown: Provide steel slowdown ramp on back side of wall opening.
Identification: Engrave face of hopper door with 1-inch- high letters as follows: "[LETTERS]."
Retain required materials and finishes in "Finish," "Aluminum Finish," and "Steel Finish" Subparagraphs below.
Finish: Exposed surfaces finished same as mail receptacles.
Aluminum Finish: Finish surfaces exposed to view as follows:

FABRICATION
Form postal specialties to required shapes and sizes, with true lines and angles, square, rigid, and without warp, and with metal faces flat and free of dents or distortion. Make exposed metal edges and corners free of sharp edges and burrs and safe to touch. Fabricate doors of postal specialties to preclude binding, warping, or misalignment.
Preassemble postal specialties in shop to greatest extent possible to minimize field assembly.
Mill joints to a tight, hairline fit. Cope or miter corner joints. Form joints exposed to weather to exclude water penetration.
Drill or punch holes required for fasteners and remove burrs. Use security fasteners where fasteners are exposed. If used, seal external rivets before finishing.
Weld in concealed locations to greatest extent possible without distorting or discoloring exposed surfaces. Remove weld spatter and welding oxides from exposed surfaces.
Fabricate tubular and channel frame assemblies with manufacturer's standard welded or mechanical joints. Provide subframes and reinforcement as required for a complete system to support loads.
Retain first Paragraph below only for rack-ladder horizontal mail receptacles and rack-ladder data distribution boxes.
Fabricate rack ladders to support indicated number of units to form a column of units.
Where dissimilar metals will contact each other, protect against galvanic action by painting contact surfaces with bituminous coating or by applying other permanent separation as recommended by manufacturers of dissimilar metals.
GENERAL FINISH REQUIREMENTS
Comply with NAAMM/NOMMA's "Metal Finishes Manual for Architectural and Metal Products (AMP 500-06)" for recommendations for applying and designating finishes.
Protect mechanical finishes on exposed surfaces from damage by applying a strippable, temporary protective covering before shipping.
Appearance of Finished Work: Noticeable variations in same piece are not acceptable. Variations in appearance of adjoining components are acceptable if they are within the range of approved Samples and are assembled or installed to minimize contrast.
EXECUTION
EXAMINATION
Examine substrates, areas, and conditions[, with Installer present,] for compliance with requirements for roughing-in openings, clearances, and other conditions affecting performance of the Work.
Examine walls and other adjacent construction for suitable conditions where units will be installed.
Prepare written report, endorsed by Installer, listing conditions detrimental to performance of the Work.
Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
INSTALLATION
General: Install postal specialties level and plumb, according to manufacturer's written instructions and roughing-in drawings.
Where dissimilar metals are in permanent contact with each other, protect against galvanic action by painting contact surfaces with bituminous coating or by applying other permanent separation as recommended by manufacturer for this purpose.
Where aluminum contacts grout, concrete, masonry, or wood, protect against corrosion by painting contact surfaces with bituminous coating.
Dimensions in "Horizontal Mail Receptacles" Paragraph below are maximum and minimum unobstructed forward and side reach of persons in wheelchairs per ADA-ABA Accessibility Guidelines.
Horizontal Mail Receptacles: Install horizontal mail receptacles with center of tenant-door lock cylinders not more than 48 inches and bottom of receptacles not less than 15 inches above finished floor.
Retain both Subparagraphs below if required. Coordinate with products retained in Part 2.
Install removable-core and keyed-in door lock cylinders as required for each type of cylinder lock.
Install and align two rack ladders for the first column of mail receptacles and one rack ladder for each additional adjacent column of mail receptacles.
Dimensions in "Vertical Mail Receptacles" Paragraph below are maximum and minimum unobstructed forward and side reach of persons in wheelchairs per ADA-ABA Accessibility Guidelines.
Vertical Mail Receptacles: Install vertical mail receptacles with center of master lock cylinder not more than 48 inches and bottom of receptacles not less than 15 inches above finished floor.
Pedestal-Mounted Postal Specialties: Anchor units with 1/2-inch- diameter, [galvanized] [stainless]-steel anchor bolts with hooked ends.
Dimension in "Mail Collection Boxes" Paragraph below is maximum unobstructed forward and side reach of persons in wheelchairs per ADA-ABA Accessibility Guidelines; revise to suit Project.
Mail Collection Boxes: Install collection boxes with [centerline of mail slots] [handle of hopper doors] not more than 48 inches above finished floor.
Retain "Freestanding Data Distribution Boxes" or "Rack-Ladder Data Distribution Boxes" Paragraph below if required. Coordinate with products selected in Part 2.
Freestanding Data Distribution Boxes: Locate freestanding data distribution boxes at locations indicated[ or, if not indicated, as directed by Director’s Representative].
Rack-Ladder Data Distribution Boxes: Install and align two rack ladders for the first column of data distribution boxes and one rack ladder for each additional adjacent column of data distribution boxes.
ADJUSTING, CLEANING, AND PROTECTION
Remove temporary protective coverings and strippable films, if any, as postal specialties are installed unless otherwise indicated in manufacturer's written installation instructions.
Adjust doors, hardware, and moving parts to function smoothly, and lubricate as recommended by manufacturer. Verify that integral locking devices operate properly.
Touch up marred finishes or replace postal specialties that cannot be restored to factory-finished appearance. Use only materials and procedures recommended or furnished by postal-specialty manufacturer.
Replace postal specialties that have been damaged or have deteriorated beyond successful repair by finish touchup or similar minor repair procedures.
On completion of postal-specialty installation, clean interior and exterior surfaces as recommended by manufacturer.
